Today’s lesson is about flags and their symbols
Our first flag is of Honduras in which the blue, white and the five stars represent the United Provinces of Central America.

Our second flag is of Belize, where the blue represents the color of the ruling party, red stripes recognize the color of the opposition party.
The coat of arms with reference to the logging industry, has a wreath of 50 leaves representative of the year the ruling party came to power

On our Jamaican flag, the black is symbolic of hardships suffered in the past, green, the fertile land, and yellow, the shining sun

On our Trinidad and Tobago flag the two white stripes are symbolic of the bountiful sea, the red represents the people; the black, their hard work and strength

On our final flag of Barbados, the blue represents the sea, gold symbolizes the golden sand, and the broken trident represents the break away from Britain
